
Praxis II: English Subject Assessments 
 
Here’s an example of a major clean-up job I had to do on a manuscript that was 

apparently hastily thrown together by the author, using repurposed material. Luckily for 
REA, I relish literary analysis, and have written dozens of essays, papers, and theses on 
literature. I wish I had the original manuscript to show you, so you could see how 
extensive the revisions were. I completely rewrote the example of the top-scoring 3-point 
essay (the original being a sample of a 2-point essay, at best), altered the other writing 
samples, and recrafted most of the essay analyses so that they directly addressed the 
scoring rubrics.  

The following are only 4 of the 32 pages of essay and constructed-response 
samples which I heavily edited. The remaining 400 pages of the book I also quality-
checked, catching 2 major factual flaws that got past the freelance copyeditor: Blake was 
not a Victorian, and Kafka wrote in German, not Czech.
